Soluz, Inc. is a business and technology development company
commercializing distributed micro-power for the global transition to sustainable
energy. The company’s core expertise is in the development and support of rural
energy delivery companies—REDCQOs—to meet the vast need for electric service
in rural areas using a “wireless” approach to electrification. Soluz’s solutions target
energy services in developing countries around the world, where two billion
people—some 400 million households—Ilack access to electrical distribution
infrastructure.

Soluz has developed the first REDCOs to combine distributed photovoltaic
(PV) technology with an unsubsidized fee-for-service, or rental, offering. The
company has earned significant experience through Soluz Dominicana and Soluz
Honduras, its majority-owned REDCO subsidiaries. Those REDCOs provide a
higher quality of service through PV systems as a replacement for the current energy
sources of rural customers. They serve largely low-income and dispersed
populations, from day laborers to rural middle-class professionals, from households
to microenterprises and community facilities. Soluz’s REDCO business model
makes PV possible, leading to market penetration rates of up to 50% with fee-for-
service, a major improvement over cash and credit. The Soluz REDCOs were
serving well over 3,000 unsubsidized PV fee-for-service customers by 2002, and
had served over 6,000 customers overall, including cash and credit sales.
